6. How does Jesus' command to "follow me" challenge your sense of independence and 

control over your life? 

 

 

7. In looking through all the titles that John records for us in chapter 1 of his gospel 

account (listed in the front of your bulletin): “The Word,” “the light of men,” “the only 

begotten Son from the Father,” "Lamb of God," "Rabbi," "Messiah," "Son of God," 

and "King of Israel"— how do these titles build a fuller picture of who He is?
