4. What comfort/encouragement can we take in the fact that the Father is seeking out people to
worship Him in spirit and in truth?

5. In what ways do we sometimes focus on external locations or rituals rather than true
worship?

6. How are you convicted to grow in the way you worship “in spirit and in truth” based on this
passage? What are some practical ways to cultivate a life of worship?



7. Read this quote from Adrian Rogers and discuss the dangers of doing religion without true
spiritual worship:

If you are not worshiping God, but you are serving Him (or so you think), you are making a big mistake.

To pray withont worship is mockery.

To sing withont worship is sounding brass.

To work without worship is an insult to God.

To teach without worship is ignorance.

To serve without worship is hypocrisy.

To witness without worship is perjury.
